Even with established technical rescue teams, it is often the actions of the ñfirst-inò companies that set the stage 
for success in any given operation. These ñfirst-inò companies may perform & function with little or no power or  

hydraulic rescue tools, rope rescue equipment, or an abundance of resources. Students will learn skills focusing 
on their companies operational capabilities during abnormal, yet realistic, rescue scenes. Participants will utilize a 
systematic approach to size up, risk vs. benefit,& available hand tools commonly found on responding apparatus. 
Information obtained may be put to use during smaller incidents or large scale disasters while operating with little 
or no resources. Students should be prepared for ñoutsideò hands on training in any given weather. Students will 
be expected to utilize appropriate and proper personal protective equipment. Reference material will be provided.
